The candidate should submit a completed application with appropriate certifications. The applicant should also submit:
e Three letters of recommendation (at least two from people outside of law enforcement)
* A 250-word (minimum) essay on "What significance | place on a technical background in law enforcement.”
 High school transcripts (if in college, submit both college and high school transcripts)

A black-and-white glossy photograph (preferably in uniform) for publicity purposes in the event of selection.
